Professor Jerry Melillo is a Senior Scientist and Director Emeritus at The Ecosystems Center of the Marine Biological Laboratory in Woods Hole, Mass., and a Professor of Biology at Brown University. Professor Melillo specializes in understanding the impacts of human activities on the biogeochemistry of ecological systems from local to global scales, using a combination of field studies and simulation modeling. Over the past decade, he has co-led two assessments for the U.S. Global Change Research Program on the impacts of climate change on the United States, the first published in 2000 and the second published in 2009.
